Presented was work complied in Uruguay, after ten years of sustained work by the Climate Change Unit of the National Directorate of Environment of the Ministry of Housing, Territorial Regulation and Environment. Several activities (i.e. the creation of working groups by the Program of General Measures for Mitigation and Adaptation to Climate Change (PMEGEMA)) were organized in the process of preparing for this presentation. 

Working groups of PMEGEMA held a consultation workshop that was attended by a wide-range of participants. This diversity of participates helped PMEGEMA to become a Major Ministerial Interest on November 26, 2003.

The conclusion of the presentation included a proposal to create an organization that would have members of both public and private sectors working together in response to climate change. The hopeful result of the co-management would be to optimize the national and international resources available, while strengthening and maintaining existing national capacity.
