
AIACC 2nd Latin America and Caribbean Regional Workshop

24-27 August 2004

Buenos Aires, Argentina

General Information:

The meeting will be held at Regente Palace Hotel where all participants will be staying. The organizer will cover the cost of  some participants’ accommodation and meal during the period of their stay in Buenos Aires. However, all extra expenses should be settled by the participants directly to the hotel prior to departure.

Getting to Regente Palace Hotel:

International participants will arrive at Ezeiza International airport, which is about 35 km (around 50 minutes) from the hotel. 

Regente Palace Hotel is located along: Suipacha 964, telephone (5411) 4328-6800. 

Taxi from airport may be the most convenient means of transportation from Ezeiza Airport. Please show map and address to the driver. It is recommended that participants take the normal public meter taxi. There is a taxi stand just outside the building of the arrival terminal (the taxi service inside the building is limousine service, which can also be taken but such service will cost more if compare to the normal public meter taxi). Taxi ride from the airport costs around 20 USD.

For those of you who AIACC is covering the workshop expenses, you will be reimbursed for the cost of the normal public meter taxi; please keep all receipts. Remember there is a 20 USD airport tax on your departure day.

Accomodation and Venue of the Meeting:
Room bookings have been made according to information you provided to the workshop organizers prior to the workshop. If AIACC is paying your workshop expenses, then  AIACC will pay the hotel for your accommodation directly.  You are responsible only for additional personal charges, such as telephone calls, laundry, room service (meals and beverages), etc.

The hotel check-out time is 12:00 noon.  AIACC will make a special arrangement for  late check-outs. But please inform the hotel upon check-in to remind them of your late departure if you plan to check-out after 12 noon on the 27th. 

Registration will start on the 24th August at 10:00 am near the main conference room called Salon Imperio. The opening of the workshop will begin promptly at 2:00pm.

Welcome Reception:

There will be a welcome cocktail reception held at 7:00 pm the evening of the first day of the workshop (Tuesday).  On the last day of the workshop (Friday at 3:00 pm), there will be a half-day excursion in the afternoon for all participants. Details will be provided by the host while in Buenos Aires.
Financial matters & Reimbursements

AIACC has offered to pay the costs for some invited participants. If AIACC has offered to pay your costs, you will be given reimbursement for your travel expenses plus 20 USD per day subsistence allowance by the financial officer at the financial office in the main meeting facilities, details will be announced during the meeting. Please remember to bring you air tickets and any other receipts, which will be requested by our finance officer as required documents for reimbursement.

For your information, the exchange rate to local currency: Argentine Peso (ARS), is approximately 1 US$ to 3.01 Pesos (as of 30 July 2004)

Your accommodation at the hotel includes breakfast. Lunch will be provided on the days of the workshop. Dinner will be on participant’s own arrangement.
