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First of all, I have to say that I was impressed by the wealth of ideas raised during the workshop, especially from countries such as Nigeria, Sudan, South Africa and Tunisia. New information was gathered regarding the climate change, vulnerability and adaptation from expertees in different fields. In this regard, I’m going to strengthen the issue of climate change in the non-governmental organization (FEDA) to be in the top of agenda.

The role of NGOs should be strengthened targeting improving quality of life and poverty alleviation in Egypt. I see this could be achieved through one or some of the following:

· Improving water use efficiency that could give higher economical sustainable production per unit volume of water. 

· Utilization of high technology and high cash cropping system for small growers.

· Encouraging and supporting existing NGOs working with small scale growers in order to achieve their goals.

· Try to utilize existing technologies for other remote areas aiming at assisting small growers.

Recommendations:

From my point of view, I see the following recommendations could enhance the knowledge pool, as follows:

· Collaboration between ICARDA and AIACC projecting, especially water harvesting techniques in arid and semi arid regions in Africa.

· Technologies to use supplemental irrigation in order to secure high yield either from underground water, harvested water, or existing rivers.

· More work need to be done in the field of public awareness, targeting developing countries.

· Training and transfer of technologies for countries that are considered most vulnerable.

· Kenya has a modern technology for cut flowers, and South Africa in cash horticulture crops that could be a model for other countries in Africa.

· Start cooperation between existing NGOs to achieve contacts with decision makers.
