Environmental Strategies for Increasing Human Resilience in Sudan (AF14)

AF 14 project is based on conducting three case studies on the relationship between sustainable livelihood and climate change adaptation. The project is motivated by the observations that existing resilience building strategies can be effective at increasing the capacity to cope with and adapt to climate related impacts, and that these strategies could be built upon for climate change adaptation. Accordingly, the central research element of AIACC Sudan project is to enable the project to show that certain sustainable livelihood measures operate as climate change adaptation options and these measures can be integrated in the planning of national adaptation strategies.

Each case study of the three focused on community within in an ecological/agricultural system and two of them have already compared community's vulnerability to climate extremes before and after sustainable livelihood intervention. 

The project succeeded to involve different stakeholders actively from the start of the research. Those include policy makers at national, state and local levels, committees, unions and their members directly involved in the activities. This community participation with their indigenous knowledge was of great value to the project. On the other hand although these 3 case studies explore examples of community-level sustainable livelihood application, yet policy analysis and formulation has to be conducted to be integrated into national policy. The project also developed a core of young researchers and scientists in the area of vulnerability and adaptation whom will be an asset for future work.

To conclude giving limitations and other constraints this project is a successful. To get the maximum use of its findings, it is recommended that:

· Indigenous knowledge is very important in vulnerability and adaptation and should be always taken on board.

· Formulate policies that can be of help to decision makers at all levels.

· The result of this project should be integrated into NAPA which is about to start. There are a lot of findings and identified stakeholders whom can contribute to NAPA

· AIACC is to encourage those researchers and introduce them to IPCC system to contribute since Africa contributions to IPCC Assessment reports are limited. 

· Exchange of information and learning from each other is important. This can be done by exchanging views like in those workshops and by establishing a website to be used by all projects researchers.
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
